The Tree Preservation Order under the Blacktown Local Environmental Plan 1988 requires Council approval/

consent to remove or prune any live tree, as indicated below:-

“tree” - means a perennial plant not less than one meter high with at least one self-supporting woody stem which
is a plant of a species, variety or cultivar, each of the members of which, if permitted to grow to its maturity, would

generally have a height in excess of 3 metres.
