WHICH TREES DO I REQUIRE A PERMIT TO REMOVE?
All trees, whether native or exotic require a Permit for removal or pruning.

ARE THERE ANY EXEMPTIONS?
A permit is not required for the removal of dead trees (excluding habitat trees).
The following species can be removed without Council consent:

e Acer negundo (Box Elder) e Pittosporum undulatum (Sweet Pittosporum)

e Alnus jorrullensis (Evergreen Alder) e Populus nigra “Italica” (Lombardy Poplar)

e Ficus elastica (Indian Rubber Tree) ® Robinia pseudoacacia (False Acacia/Black Locust)
e Gleditsia triacanthus (Honey Locust) e Salix babylonica (Weeping Willow)

e Ligustrum lucidum (Broad Leaved Privet) e Schefflera actinophylla (Umbrella Tree)

e Ligustrum sinense (Small Leaved Privet) e Syagrus romanzoffianum (Cocos Palm)

e Olea europaea var. africana (Wild Olive) e Toxicodendron ouccedaneum (Rhus Tree)

The removal/pruning of any other trees without approval is an offence. Offenders may be prosecuted.
Failure to have a tree appropriately identified by a qualified person is not a defence against prosecution.

WHY WOULD A PERMIT NOT BE GRANTED TO REMOVE A TREE?
Permission will generally not be granted to remove trees because:

e Atree is shedding leaves, fruit, bark, cones or twigs. e A tree is causing overshadowing.
e The applicant seeks to improve views. e Minor lifting of driveways and paths by tree roots has
e There are fears about healthy trees falling. occurred.

CAN I PRUNE MY TREE WITHOUT OBTAINING A PERMIT?
Yes. Pruning up to 10% of foliage per growing season is permitted without acquiring a Council Permit.
